October 18 as part of the new public art exhibition, "Sea Warriors."

Sponsored by the New York Foundation for the Arts, in conjunction
with the Seaport Marketplace, "Sea Warriors" features flags
bearing artistic depictions of pirates who lived between 230 B.C.
and 1930. The flags will be mounted on 16 historic lampposts
throughout the cobblestone streets of The Seaport, thereby offering
public viewing 24/7.

Additionally, a site-specific installation featuring long flags, window stencils, and original artwork depicting
local pirates, will be presented in Cannon's Walk, a little-known historical part of the Seaport located on
Front Street between Fulton and Beekman Streets.
